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Distribution, Number, and Nesting Environment of the House
Swift Apus affinis in the Shizuoka City Area

1. Distribution, number, and nesting environment of the House Swift Apus affinis were
investigated from November 1980 to August 1983 in the Shizuoka City area.

2. There were 17 confirmed nesting sites. Most were in the plain, but some were in the
hills.

3. All nests were located in reinforced concrete buildings.

4. Rather than surroundings, suitable buildings and the presence of Red-rumped Swallow
Hirundo daurica nests were important conditions for the location of nesting sites.

5. The number of birds in a colony seems to increase when two conditions are met:
(1) a reasonable number of adult birds are present and (2) the nesting sites are sheltered

from wind and rain.
