On 12th August 1985, an adult Laysan Albatross Diomedea immulabilis was
captured accidentally on a timber road about 3 km inland from the Pacific Ocean in
Shizugawa Miyagi perfecture. As the bird seemed to be exhausted, the auther fed it
with raw fished for five days. Afterwards, the bird was put on a fishing boat on 17th
August and released on 17th August and released on the Pacific Ocean (40° 36'N, 143°
19'W) bearing a metal ring lettered “Japan 120—00517".
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A FAMILY OF SISKINS Carduelis spinus

HIDEO MIMA!, KOSEI TOKIKUNI?* AND TAKAAKI KUNIMORE®

The siskin Carduelis spinus is a common winter visitor in Japan. A small population
breeds in Hokkaido but there are very few breeding records in Honshu.In August 1985,
We found two siskin adults (male and female) and several juveniles on the margin of
a garden woods in Yanagida—mura, Noto Peninsula. The juveniles had pale grayish
brown feathers and short tails. They flew after the adults but could not fly very far.
Apparently they were a family and had bred near the observed area.
