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Resurts of the Nationwide Counts of Waterfowl

Wild Bird Society of Japan conducts the nationwide counts of waterfowl. The waterfowl
counts are made annualy in winter (January 15). It is believed that almost all of the wintering
geese and swans were counted but not all the ducks. Three species of geese totaling 21,740
individuals, three species of swans totaling 21,139 individuals, and twenty five species of
ducks totaling 1,140447 individuals were recorded. The results of the counts in 1987 are shown
in Table 1 to 3.
