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Winter life of the Chinese Merganser Mergus squamatus

1. In Kiso River in Kawashima-cho, Hashima-gun, Gifu-Ken, one male and one female
Chinese Mergansers (Mergus squamatus) were observed in February 1986, one female
Chinese Merganser was observed in January 1987, and two immature males and one fe-
male passed the winter of 1987. In the Kiso River in Kaizu-cho, Kaizu-gun, Gifu-Ken, one
male was observed in January 1988.

2. The ecology of the Chinese Merganser was similar to that of the Common Merganser
(M.merganser).

3. Chinese Mergansers and Common Mergansers were similar in the courtship display
and some other behaviors.

4. The upper wing patterns of immature and adult Chinese Mergansers were different.
Upper wing pattern of immature and adult females were very similar. In particular it
was very difficult to distinguish them when they were flying and to distinguish female
Chinese Mergansers from immature males.

5. The Chinese Mergansers which have been observed in Kawasima since 1986 seem to be
different individuals in each winter. But there was a possibility that the same female
spent the winters of 1987 and 1988.
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
