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Results of the Nationwide Counts of Waterfowl

Research Center, Wild Bird Society of Japan

Wild Bird Society of Japan conducts the nationwide counts of waterfowl. The water-
fowl counts are made on January 15 each year. It is believed that almost all of the winter-
ing geese and swans were counted but not all the ducks. Five species of geese totaling 26,
949 individuals, three species of swans totaling 25,053 individuals, and twenty-nine spe-
cies of ducks totaling 1,135,174 individual were recorded. The results of the counts in 1988
are shown in Talbe 1, and Fig.1 shows the frequency of occurence (%) of dominant duck,

goose and swan species.
