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Status and protection of Goshawks in Japan.

Koichi Endo’

The Goshawk Accipiter gentilis breeds in the wooded hills and mountains of Hokkaido
and Honshu in Japan. Its status is deteriorating because of the destruction of habitats
and poaching in some areas. Since 1981, the Tochigi chapter of the WBSJ has undertaken
activities for the protection of Goshawks in Nasunogahara, central Honshu: surveillance
against poaching, ecological research, conservation of habitats and social education. We
have had some successes: 65 young birds have fledged under our protection, the Goshawk
has been designated a “Special bird Species” by the Japanese Government, and so on.
However, even now the poaching of birds of prey continues in many places. There are
also various developmental activities and deforestation in Goshawks inhabiting area.
There has not been enough research on the ecology of Goshawks, especially on the nation-
wide population, home range and the ecology outside the breeding season. Therefore, I
propose the following for the future conservation management of the Goshawk.

1. Planning and execution of new habitat conservation programs, including the purchase
of nesting areas and the forest and land management.

2. Gather information on poaching and unlawful captivity.

3. Regulation of import licenses and introduction of an individual indentification band for
imported birds.

4. Detailed research on the nationwide population, status and life history of Goshawks.

5. Developing a network among researchers and workers to promote the above matters.
