Crested Ibises (Nipponia nippon) absent for some years in 1970s, but were found again
at Qin-ling Range in 1981, Habitats at Yangxian in the Qin-ling Range are now preserv-
ed as a sanctuary for this species. Some Ibises are kept in Peking Zoo for breeding. Two

young were hatched there in 1989, but they died before fledging.
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
