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An example of siblicide in the Japanese Goshawk Accipiter gentilis

I observed a case of siblicide in the Japanese Goshawk Accipiter gentilis in Saitama,
central Japan. Four chicks hatched in the nest successively. When the youngest chick was
10 days old, it was attacked and killed by the eldest chick (20 days old). The attack was
induced when the parent came back to the nest without food and the victim came between
the parent and the eldest chick. This is the first report of siblicide in the Goshawk in

Japan.
