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Breeding records of the Barn and Red-rumped Swallows,
Hirundo rustica and H. daurica, in the Izu Islands

Among the swallows of genus Hirundo, the Barn Swallow H. rustica was known to
breed in the southern three islands of the Izu Islands in early 1970’s. Recently, during the
visits to the northern Izu Islands (1981-1930), some nests of H. rustica was found on Kozu-
shima, Nii-jima and Oh-shima. In the summer of 1980, a nest of the Red-rumped Swallow
H. daurica was observed on Kozu-shima. This is the first breeding record of H. daurica
in the Izu Islands.
