The Wild Bird Society of Japan conducts the nationwide waterfowl count on January
15 each year. Thirty nine species totaling 1,587,183 individuals were recorded at 1,482
counting points in the winter of 1980. Table 1 shows the results of this study in each pre-
fecture. The frequency of occurence of dominant waterfowl is 48. 7% in Whooper Swans
Cygnus cygnus and 45.5% in Bewik's Swans Cygnus bewickii among swans, 80.5% in
White-fronted Geese Anser albifrons among geese, 25, 8% in Mallard Anas platyrhynchos,
12.6% in Greater Scaups Aythya marila, 10.5% in Spotbill Ducks Anas poecilorhyncha
and 10.0% in Pintails Anas acuta among ducks.
