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Attempted use of artificial nest hole by the Blue-and-white Flycatcher

1. In March 1992, I made a nesting space for the Blue-and-white Flycatcher on a mud wall

in a mountainous area of Tokuyama-city, Yamaguchi Prefecture.

2. On 18 June 1992, some moss was found to have been brought to the hole for nesting by a

Blue-and-white Flycatcher.
3. On 24 June 1992, the moss was found to have fallen out of the hole, and the Blue-and-white

Flycatcher was not seen.

4. The displacement of the nesting material seemed to cause the Blue-and-white Flycatcher
to stop nesting.

5. It seems preferable that a nesting hole for the Blue-and-white Flycatcher is bigger than
Fig. 1, and has a good view of the surroundings.
