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Fledging of the Hoopoe Upupa epops in Oshanai Toyomane,
Iwate and the death of nestlings

In June 1992, I observed one nest of Hoopoes Upupa epops in Oshanai Toyomane, Iwate
Prefecture. There are very few reports on the breeding of this species in Japan. On 20 June
1992, I confirmed the fledging of the last young of the brood. The other three nestlings were
found dead in the nest. I think the nestlings were disturbed to death by the reporters of the
mass-media and many bird watchers who visited the nest to observe the nestlings or take
their photo or video.
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
