The study of migration of hawks was conducted in Tsushima, western Japan during May 1-11,
1997.

I observed that 87 Honey Buzzards Pernis apivorus and 52 Grey-faced Buzzard-eagles
Butastur indicus migrated from Korea during 5 days, and 6 Grey-faced Buzzard-eagles migrated
to Korea during 5 days at Saosaki, northern Tsushima. I also observed 57 Honey Buzzards and
12 Grey-faced Buzzard-eagles migrated south at Uchiyama, southern Tsushima.
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
