Birds observed injured by fishing line, fish hooks and lures in Tokyo Bay
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Nineteen instances of birds injured by fishing line, fish hooks and/or lures were observed at
two sites in Tokyo Bay. Thirteen records were from the Yatsuhigata Nature Observation Center
from August 1996 to August 1997 and six records were from the Tokyo Port Wild Bird Park from
October 1995 to April 1997: eight gulls, five shorebirds, three herons and bitterns, and three
cormorants were involved. Four of the gulls and all the three of the cormorants were damaged
by lures. One gull had its right leg hewed from its body and the other gulls had other parts of
the body damaged by the line.
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
