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The first record of the Gray—cheeked Thrush Catharus minimus in Japan

A Gray-cheeked Thrush Catharus minimus was observed for the first time in Japan on
October 6-7, 2004 on Hegura Island, Ishikawa Prefecture.

The thrush was grayish olive-brown on the back and slightly paler olive-brown from upper
tail coverts to tail. The underparts were white with black specks on the breast and grayish
brown on the sides, which made the specks indistinct. The bird was more grayish from cheek
to throat. The lore was whitish and there was an indistinct white eye-ring. The throat was
white with a black stripe mesial. The upper mandible and the tip of the lower mandible were
black and the rest? of the lower mandible was conspicuously yellowish brown. The legs were
long and dark pink in color. These characteristics correspond to those of Gray—cheeked
Thrush but are different from those of Veery Thrush, Swainson’s Thrush, Hermit Thrush and
Bicknell’s Thrush. The bird was considered to have first-winter plumage because the tips of
the greater upper wing coverts were partly pale.

There are no records of Gray—cheeked Thrushes having been imported into Japan and the
absence of signs of captivity suggested that the thrush was a wild individual. We thank Dr.
Peter Clement who identified the photographs of the thrush as a Gray—cheeked Thrush with

first-winter plumage.
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
