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Breeding of the Grey—faced Buzzard in Takatsuki, Osaka

We observed the breeding of the Grey—faced Buzzard Butastur indicus in Takatsuki City,
the northernmost hilly area of Osaka Prefecture, western Japan from June 7 to August 2,
1992. The nest was built in a Japanese red pine tree Pinus densiflora on a hillside adjacent to
a field. We inferred the hatching day was June 2 or 3 from the fledging days, July 8 and 9.
Food was mainly brought by the male and dissected by the female to feed the three chicks,
which managed to dissect it by themselves, 17 or 18 days after hatching. We heard the
young make a begging call, “pik-wee,” that sounded similar to an adult call, 4 or 5 days
before fledging. The fledglings were last observed on August 2. The species has not bred at
this site since 1992.
