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A report of fish—eating by a Spot-billed Duck Anas poecilorhyncha

The diet of Spot—billed Ducks Anas poecilorhyncha primarily consists of vegetable matter
and rarely includes animal matter such as fish. However, a Spot-billed Duck was confirmed
to eat fish in the Sai River in Tambajima, Nagano, central Japan. The duck was shot by a
local hunter at 14:00 on February 5, 2004. A total of 30 fry of the pale chub Zacco platypus
were retrieved from the mouth and crop of the dissected duck. The duck was assumed to be

eating these fish confined in a pool of water when shot.
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
